STRATEGY OF THE WEEK








TLAC STRATEGY # 3: STRETCH IT


The “stretch it” strategy is a technique that helps teachers continue the learning after a


student has answered a question correctly. Instead of using verbal praise and repeating


the correct answer to the question to reinforce the idea and learning, the teacher should


follow that correct answer by following up with another question to confirm the students


understanding of the concept. By doing this, teachers are eliminating the possibility for a


question being answered by luck, coincidence, or even partial mastery or


understanding. This technique also helps with differentiating instruction, or teaching to


multiple skill levels of students. This then allows the teacher to personalize questions to


the individual instructional needs of their students.
